Waveney A were rampant and from Meades’ long goal-kick, the ball was missed in the centre and 
the determined Woods ran-on to complete a first-half hat-trick with the help of a deflection. Meades 
then made a comfortable save from a free-kick just before the break. 
 
Playing against the stiff wind, Waveney A defended with calm assurance throughout the second-
half restricting the visitors to long shots. The home team created more chances including another 
Butler free-kick, well-saved by the visiting keeper but there were no further goals. This was another 
excellent team performance by Waveney A who controlled the game throughout against their 
resolute opponents, who also contributed to a fine match.
