Report. 

Both these teams were looking for a win in what was a typical hustle and bustle local derby. 

It was K & P who came out of the blocks quicker and went about their business. Waveney 
looked uncertain for the opening 5 minutes and were lucky not to go a goal behind when 
the forward burst through but hit the post with his shot. Waveney playing against the wind 
first half once in their stride looked happy to contain but the K & P forward looked 
dangerous but lucky for Waveney kept getting himself offside whilst in good positions. 

With both teams desperate for the win the game at times became scrappy with a lot of 
possession around the middle of the park with the typical blood and thunder of the 
occasion.
