Report:

Liam SS again produced a piece of 

magic down the flank and crossed for Joe who made no mistake with his second goal of the 

game. Jordan finished the half with an excellent run that was let down with a weak shot. 

After quite an even first half Waveney could have expected much the same in the second 

half against a strong and physical Withersfield team but when they needed it Waveney 

upped the pace to near on dominate the second half. Within 2 minutes of the restart and 

great hassling by Ryan made a Withersfield defender play a tight ball to his fellow defender 

but Sam would have none of it and chased and harried the defender to take the ball off him 

and set up Ben who supported well for an easy tap in. 
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Tom took an excellent free kick that looked destined for the bottom corner but at the last 

second the keeper sprawled out his legs to knock away. Ben was now running the show 

against the bigger and stronger Withersfield defenders and his neat trickery allowed Joe to 

take the ball on and play in Ryan who with just the keeper to beat sliced the ball wide. Liam 

SS battled well with great hassling and this allowed him to win the ball and play in Ben but 

this time the keeper saved. Ryan was again set up and this time his unlucky shot came 

crashing down off the crossbar. Neat play from Joe resulted in a perfect pass to Ben who 

shot for goal but the keeper parried but Ryan was quickest to react and side foot home. 

From a Joe corner Shaun was unlucky when his thunderbolt volley went straight at the 

keeper. Waveney continued to dominate with Bradley hardly having anything to do in the 

second half for Waveney to record their 12th straight and much deserved victory.
